45 volunteer medical drivers, with over 3,459 hours, they travelled over 66,000 miles.
There were 1962 requests for medical transportation. The RSVP Department in
collaboration with the Sullivan County Transportation Department provided close to 1,304
trips to the elderly of Sullivan County.
34 volunteers providing a much needed service at our local hospitals offering 6550 hours
of service.
